Call to Prayer and Solemn Assembly
Throughout the history of God’s church, leaders have occasionally called the people to a “solemn assembly.” (Joel 2:14) When God seems to be working in the midst of His people to call them to corporate repentance and revival, it is time for a solemn assembly. It is to be “solemn,” holy, sacred, worshipful, and momentous; a solemn standing in the presence of a holy God. It is an “assembly:” a gathering together of the people of God before Him. These gatherings have sometimes been called a “concert of prayer,” in that we come together in concert to agree with God in prayer.
